The purpose of this Request for Bid is to solicit bids from qualified providers to provide the 
goods and/or services identified on the RFB cover sheet and in the attached specification and 
delivery instructions.

1.3
Procurement Timetable
The dates provided in the procurement timetable on the RFB cover sheet are provided for informational and planning purposes; however, Iowa State (Prison) Industries reserves the right to change the dates.  If Iowa State (Prison) Industries changes any of the deadlines for Vendor submissions, Iowa State (Prison) Industries will issue Addenda to the RFB.  Bidders are advised to check the IPI website for such addenda postings.

Submission of Bids
Iowa Prison Industries must receive the Bid at the email address identified on the RFB Cover Sheet before or on the bid due date listed on the RFB cover sheet.   This is a mandatory requirement. 
Contractors must furnish all information necessary to evaluate the Bid.   Bid that fail to meet the mandatory requirements of the RFB may be disqualified.  Verbal information provided by the Contractor shall not be considered part of the Contractor's Bid unless it is reduced to writing.

If a Contractor proposes more than one method of meeting these requirements, each shall be labeled and submitted separately.  Each will be evaluated separately.

The costs of preparation and delivery of the Bid are solely the responsibility of the contractor.

All bids shall become the property of ISI and shall not be returned.

The announcement of Contractors who timely submitted Bids does not mean that an individual Bid has been deemed technically compliant or accepted for evaluation.
