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1 Track your Copy and Printing Costs 
 

1.1 Track Printing & Copying Costs and calculate Savings 
 
All organizations need to understand how their printing budget is being spent in order to control costs and cut 
waste. uniFLOW can track all printing, copying, faxing and scanning made in an organization on any printer or 
MFD regardless of manufacturer, including those connected directly to the user’s PC. Thus, allowing for a tight 
integration with both office printers and large format printers. 
 

1.2 Track and Control Costs 
 
Printers can be assigned multiple price profiles, to allow, for example, the finance department to track internal 
costs, external costs and the profit made for every page printed or copied. For companies who need to charge 
back costs to clients, users can be prompted to select a multilevel cost centre when printing or copying. 
 

1.3 Variety of Reports 
 
uniFLOW includes over 60 different standard reports that can be generated on demand or on a regular basis. 
Regular reports can be emailed automatically to an appropriate person at a scheduled time. The data can be 
exported in a number of different formats, including XML, for integration with back office accounting systems. 
Customers can add their own custom reports to uniFLOW by using the industry standard Crystal Reports 
program. 
 

1.4 Making Savings visible 
 
The Statistics module includes reports showing the savings made by organizations using uniFLOW as part of their 
print strategy. In most organizations hundreds of pages of paper that have been printed but not collected by 
users are thrown away from output trays. uniFLOW can reduce this waste by storing jobs securely on the print 
server and only releasing them when the user has authenticated at the device. 
 

1.5 uniFLOW Printing Intelligence Report 
 
The importance of printing, copying, faxing and scanning is greatly underestimated by most businesses. 
Traditionally, customers have not looked at the real costs associated with document production. 
Since the birth of the Internet and the digital office, the volume of documents printed by organizations has 
constantly risen. With the paperless office a myth, companies now spend as much as 3% of their annual revenue 
on document output. The uniFLOW Printing Intelligence Report, produced in partnership with Canon, is not 
simply an audit of devices and page counts but a detailed investigation of all aspects of how NT-ware creates, 
manages and distributes its documents.
