Introduction:  
 

1. Tracy Bruun, Division of Soil Conservation and Water Quality (Division) opened the meeting and 
introduced:

2.  This wetland project is part of the Water Quality Initiative that is being used to help implement the Iowa 

Nutrient Reduction Strategy.  
 
3.    There are four projects being bid at this time. This one in Butler county, one in Black Hawk, one in 

Guthrie and one in Greene counties. 
 
4.   Please review all documents and let us know if you have any questions. 
 

Bidder's Qualifications: 
 
All Bidders shall meet the following qualifications: 
 

1. Contractors are required to be registered with the Iowa Division of Labor. 
 

2. Bidders shall, upon request of the Division, submit a statement of Bidder’s qualifications 
including experience, any contracts that are in default, available equipment, personnel, and 
financial ability to perform the work as outlined in Section 2 of Document BB.  

 
Method of Bidding: 
 
This is a unit price contract and bidders shall submit unit price bids as required for the work items covered by 
the specifications. Prices shall cover complete work and include all costs incidental thereto unless otherwise 
indicated. The base bid includes all items 1 through 33. A separate Document CC was provided with the bid 
package that is to be used for submitting the bid.  
 
Any questions that should be considered as part of an addendum must be submitted to us by September 12, 
2023. The Division will make every attempt to issue any necessary addenda no later than the day after the last 
date for questions. If an addendum is sent, please make sure to note on Page CC‐2 that you have received and 
acknowledged the addendum.  
If work is added to the contract by the Division after the contract execution which is not covered by a bid price 
set forth in the Proposal and Schedule of Prices (Document CC), a Change Order or Contract Amendment will be 
issued as required. If the additional work requires an extension of the contract completion date(s), a Contract 
Amendment will be issued. 
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Submission of Bids and Bid Security: 
 
Bids should be submitted in two sealed envelopes. One envelope should include the Proposal and Schedule of 
Prices (Document CC) that must be signed by a legally authorized representative of the Bidder and notarized. All 
issued addendum shall be acknowledged as received by the Bidder. Do not submit Plans or Specifications with 
the bid.

Evaluation of bids and award of Construction Contract: 
 
This Black Hawk County Nutrient Reduction Wetland Project shall be awarded to the lowest responsible 
responsive bidder as determined by the Division. In evaluating the bids, the Division may consider such factors 
as alternates, bid price, experience, contracts in default, responsibility of the Bidder, and similar factors in 
determining which bid it deems to be in the best interest of the Division for the project. In comparing bid prices, 
the total bids of the various Bidders shall be determined by applying the unit prices bid for each work item 
against the estimated work item quantities set forth in the Proposal and Schedule of Prices (Document CC). 
 
Bid tabulations for this Black Hawk County Nutrient Reduction Wetland Project will be prepared the week 
following the Bid Opening and distributed to all Bidders. Other plan holders or interested parties must request 
bid tabulations. 
 
Execution of Contract: 
 

1.  The party to whom this Black Hawk County Nutrient Reduction Wetland Project is awarded shall be 
required to:  
 execute the Contract;  
 obtain the appropriate insurance coverage and Performance/Payment Bond;  
 provide their Iowa Division of Labor Public Registration Number;  
 and submit the Construction Progress Schedule (Document JJ)  

  within fourteen (14) calendar days from the date of receipt of the Notice‐of‐Award. In case of failure of 
the Bidder to execute the Contract, the Division may, at its option, consider the Bidder in default, in 
which case the bid security accompanying the bid shall become the property of the Division. 
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2.  The Division, within fourteen (14) days of receipt of an acceptable and properly executed 

Performance/Payment Bond, certification of acceptable insurance coverage, and properly executed 
Contract; shall sign the Contract and return to such party an executed copy of the Contract. Should the 
Division not execute the Contract within such period, the Contractor may, by submitting written notice, 
withdraw the signed Contract. Such notice of withdrawal shall be effective upon receipt of the notice.  

 
3.  The Notice‐to‐Proceed shall be issued within five (5) days of the execution of the Contract by the 

Division, provided that the Construction Progress Schedule has been accepted by the Division. Should 
there be additional time required to make adjustments to the Construction Progress Schedule, the time 
to issue the Notice‐to‐Proceed may be extended to allow for this. If the Notice‐to‐Proceed has not been 
issued within a thirty (30) day period, or within a greater period mutually agreed upon, the Contractor 
may terminate the Contract without further liability on the part of either party. 

 
Taxes: 
 
Since this is state contract, there is no sales tax for materials purchased. We will be providing a tax exemption 
certificate to the awarded contractor as indicated in the last page of the appendix of construction contract 
documents. This should be considered when determining the unit prices submitted in the bid. 
 
Measurement and Payment: 
 
The specifications describing the work to be accomplished under each particular work item, also describe the 
method to be used in measuring and calculating the payment quantities for each work item set forth in the 
proposal. Payments will be made on the basis of monthly estimates in amounts equal to ninety‐five percent 
(95%) of the value of work completed. Mobilization will be paid at a percentage of the lump sum bid amount for 
this item equal to the overall percent complete of the project (less retainage). In preparing monthly estimates, 
advancement will be made therein for ninety‐five percent (95%) of the cost of materials stored on site. 
 
Time of Completion: 
 
The final date for completion of all work except for seeding is set for June 15, 2023. The final date for 
completion of seeding is June 30, 2023. 
 
Liquidated Damages: 
 
There are liquidated damages provisions on this project. These damages reflect additional administrative, 
design, and inspection costs, as well as continued costs to the natural environment. If all work except for seeding 
is not completed by June 15, 2023 absent a No‐Fault Extension, the Contactor may be assessed damages in the 
amount of $175 per day. If the seeding is not subsequently completed by June 30, 2023 absent a No‐Fault 
Extension, the Contractor may be assessed damages in the amount of $125 per day.

Engineer’s Discussion:

Project Summary 
 
The project includes creating a new water quality treatment wetland within an existing drainage way.  
An east wetland area will flow into a separate west wetland area that outlets into a grassed waterway.  
Grading is required to create the wetland and the primary outlets will consist of two separate tied‐
concrete mats.  Incoming tile will be redirected into the wetland above the normal pool elevation.  A 
description of each bid item is provided in the specifications ‐ how measurement and payment will be 
made, and incidental items associated with the bid items.  The contractor should carefully review the 
details on the plans for the tied‐concrete mat for installation details if they have not used this before.   
 
The project has been designed by Jeff Lutz with NRCS, who will also be on site for observations during 
construction.  Jeff can provide stakes or control points for the contractor to use for grading.   
 
The project is located just east of County Highway T‐69.  The landowner has a field entrance located just 
south of the site that can be used by the contractor as access.  Contractor will need to be careful with 
tracking onto road.  A construction entrance is included as one of the bid items. 
 
If the contractor does not start work until later in the summer, he is responsible for weed control.  This 
will be discussed after the contract is awarded and will be added to the contract as a change order.  
Most of this area is in grass and the row cropped area has a cover crop of rye that the landowners will 
leave in place.  The landowner indicated that the adjacent area will be planted in beans this year.  Any 
crop damage required for construction, especially with daylighting tile, must be kept to a minimum, will 
have the area measured by the engineer, and will be paid to the landowner by the contractor that will 
be added as a change order.   
 
Key Discussion Points 
 

1. The main outlets for the wetlands consist of tie-concrete mats chutes.  Review details for 
overlap.  Note that the Plan View (Longitudinal Seam) in the upper left hand corner of 
Sheets 17 and 18 show a 2.0 foot wide synthetic turf reinforcement mat placed under 
seams, while the call out states it is 4.0 feet.  The requirement on site will be the 2.0 foot 
underlayment.   

2. The site will likely be very wet.  The main tile to be intercepted has always had a good 
stream of water flowing, even during the last couple of dry years. 
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3. The earthwork quantities provided are plan quantities.  No shrinkage was accounted for 
with the numbers provided.  It is likely that there will be extra material and spoil waste 
areas are shown on the plans.  The landowners will likely be interested having extra 
topsoil.  This can be discussed and negotiated with the landowners during construction.   

4. Both dikes require core trenches.  Dewatering will likely be needed to be able to place 
clay material and obtain the needed compaction.  The plans do not show anti-seep collars, 
but these will be added as an addendum.  They will be incidental to water control 
structure pipe installation.   

5. Rock checks are to be placed in the channel as shown on the plans.   
6. Three intercepting tiles will be daylighted into the wetland.  There should be enough 

elevation to accomplish what is needed.  Contractor will be required to backfill the 
haunches under the newly installed pipe.   

7. A water line is present on the west side of the site but should not interfere with 
construction.   

8. A sign will be provided by IDALS that is to be installed as part of the mobilization.
