1. What is the average number of monthly referrals made for YCPMs?
a. Agency Response:  This number will fluctuate, in the first three quarters of FY24, the number of YCPMs has been 72 in comparison to a total of 22 YCPMs in FY23.

1. [bookmark: _Hlk170389423]Agency Response:  This will vary on the average level of care. JCS has identified the following:
· Problematic sexual behavior averages 18 months
· Specialized delinquency program averages 6 months
· Qualified Residential Treatment Program (QRTP) averages 6-12 months
· State Training School averages 6-12 months
· Inpatient substance abuse treatment averages 3 months
· PMIC services average 3-6 months

1. Is there funding available to add a meeting for PSB clients due to length of time between initial and discharge meetings?  
2. Agency Response:  As indicated in 1.3.3 Contract Payment Methodology, the amount of funding available for these services is $115,000.00.  The Successful Bidder shall be paid a flat fee per youth for $2,400 based on completion of the YCPM process outlined under the 5 steps.  There is no mention of adding a meeting for PSB clients within the RFP.

1. If additional funding is not available, can funding from missed community meetings be used to add an additional meeting for PSB clients due to length of stays?
3. Agency Response:  See response given to question #3. 

1. Will the contract holder be held accountable for missed community meetings due to client or family decision?
4. Agency Response:  No; it is the clients or family decision to perform the community meeting. This is not a mandatory meeting and is the prerogative of the youth.

1. Can the length of time for initial transition be extended to two weeks?
5. Agency Response:  If appropriate, this can be negotiated when awarded to the Successful Bidder.

1. Who can provide letters of recommendation without it being a conflict of interest?
b. Agency Response:  Juvenile Court Service, Iowa Department of Health and Human Service, or State Training School staff would be a conflict of interest.
