RESTROOMS
· Sweep/mop/disinfect floors.
· Clean/disinfect/wipe down sinks/faucets & counter tops, wipe/disinfect walls & partitions.
· Clean mirrors.
· Clean/disinfect commodes & urinals.
· Clean & disinfect showers.
· Restock all paper products, re-fill soap dispensers.
· Dust door jambs, dust air supply-return vents & exhaust fans.
· Remove all spider & cobwebs in corners.
· Empty & remove trash from containers in common areas and restrooms, replace liners and take trash to dumpster.

MAIN HALLWAY
· Vacuum / sweep weekly
· Mop once a month or as needed.
·      Clean all glass windows & doors at main entrances (Inside)
· 	Dust & keep windowsills/ledges free of trash.
· 	Dust pictures, baseboards & tops of all door jambs.
·  	Remove all spider & cobwebs in windows and corners.
· 	Remove scuff marks from walls.

FRONT & BACK ENTRANCES

·     Sweep concrete area/vacuum mat inside at main entrance doors.

WATER FOUNTAINS
· Clean/disinfect/wipe down water fountains once a week.  
   SUPPLIES

The contractor will provide their employees with OSHA approved Personal Protective Equipment.

  The Iowa Air National Guard will furnish the following list of materials:


· Toilet paper
· Paper towels 
· Hand soap 
· Trash bags 
· Keys for the toilet paper/paper towel dispensers. 
  
The contractor will notify Civil Engineering when additional materials are required for re-stock. Civil Engineering will provide a location in every facility for storage of material. A key will be issued if necessary. 

*NOTE*: The IAANG will not be responsible for any of the contractor's cleaning equipment or cleaning materials brought on base.


SAFETY

The contractor and persons employed by the contractor will be required to pass a federal criminal background check and follow all safety regulations and observe all posted base speed limit signs. When performing work that will involve wet floors, the contractor will post "Caution: Wet Floor" signs. When performing work in the restrooms, the contractor will post "Restroom Closed" signs. All signs will be provided by Civil Engineering. 


CONDITIONS

The IAANG Plant Operation Manager and/or Facility Manager will coordinate all work and monitor performance. The Plant Operations Manager and/or Facility Manager will inspect completed work and notify the contractor of any deficiencies. The contractor must correct these deficiencies within a one (1) day notification.


TERMS

The terms of this contract are as stated: cleaning of the above listed areas will be to the specification as stated in the Statement of Work and will be performed Tuesday through Friday 0700-1600 except for when a holiday falls on those days. *If any cleaning day or area of a facility is missed for any reason, that cleaning day or area will be deducted from the monthly invoice total.  The contractor must give the Plant Operations Manager and/or Facility Manager twenty-for (24) hours prior notice if they are unable to provide service at any given time. The Plant Operations Manager, Facility Manager or Department of Public Defense reserves the right to cancel this contract giving a thirty {30) day notice for unsatisfactory work, safety violations, or funding shortages.

*One (1) cleaning is defined as a total cleaning as stated in the "Statement of Work” of all the areas of a facility on a scheduled cleaning day as stated under the title "Frequency".

   FREQUENCY

One cleaning per week for each building that is defined in the Statement of Work under List A.



Two times per week for each building that is defined in the statement of work under List B. The Facility Manager will provide a UTA schedule to the contractor upon award.
