“HEC-GeoRAS” means an ArcGIS extension specifically designed to process geospatial data for use with the Hydrologic Engineering Center’s River Analysis System (HEC-RAS)

“HEC-RAS” means the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers’ Hydrologic Engineering Center’s River Analysis System. This integrated system of software allows performance of one-dimensional steady and unsteady river hydraulics calculations 
“HUC” means Hydrologic Unit Code

“LFD” means Letter of Final Determination

“LiDAR” means Light Detection and Ranging. An airborne laser system used to acquire x, y, and z coordinates of terrain and terrain features that are both manmade and naturally occurring
“MIP” means FEMA’s Mapping Information Platform

“MSC” means FEMA’s Map Service Center

“NFHL” means National Flood Hazard Layer
“NFIP” means National Flood Insurance Program

“NDEP” means National Digital Elevation Program

“Purchase Instrument” means the documentation or Contract Release issued by a Buyer to the Company for the purchase of services in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Contract. It may include an identification of the services to be purchased, the delivery date and location, the address where the Company should submit the invoices, and any other requirements deemed necessary by the Buyer. A Contract Release may be executed electronically, by telephone, by fax or by any other mutually agreeable method recognized by both the Buyer and the Company as constituting a Contract Release
“QA/QC” means Quality Assurance/Quality Control

“Risk MAP” means Risk Mapping, Assessment, and Planning
“RFP” means the Request for Proposal and any addenda thereto.

“SPI” means Schedule Performance Index
“Task Order” Individual solicitations known as “Task Orders” using one of the types of solicitations from Iowa Administrative Code 11-117.9 (8A) will include a proposed project description, budget, schedule, and scope of required services along with specific terms and conditions for the task order.
